She was honored 
with MacArthur and Guggenheim 
Fellowships, and won the National 
Book Award for The Hemingses of 
Monticello. Her most recent book is 
On Juneteenth.

With a career spanning more than 
40 years, Totenberg has been at the 
US Supreme Court longer than any 
sitting justice. She shares insightful 
reporting on all aspects of the Court 
as NPR’s legal affairs correspondent. 
Her memoir Dinners with Ruth: A 
Memoir on the Power of Friendships 
was a New York Times bestseller.

A pioneer in artificial intelligence, 
Etzioni was founding CEO of Allen 
Institute for AI, partnering with 
Microsoft cofounder Paul Allen. 
The first student to major in 
computer science at Harvard, his 
non-profit TrueMedia.org fights 
disinformation by developing 
technology to identify deepfakes 
and altered images.

Award-winning television anchor 
and commentator, Wallace’s career 
on ABC, NBC, Fox News, and CNN 
spans five decades. He anchored 
Fox News Sunday for 18 years, and 
has interviewed everyone from 
Vladimir Putin to George Clooney 
to Bill Gates. He is currently host of 
The Chris Wallace Show. 

The longest running musical in 
Broadway history, Lloyd Webber’s 
Phantom of the Opera ran for 
35 years.
